Present Simple Tense

SadaSnje vreme svih glagola obrazuje se tako da se uz glagolska vremena uvek
stavljaju licne zamjenice. Jedino se trece lice jednine prezenta razlikuje od ostalih lica, jer dobija
nastavak "-s" ili "-es", osim glagola:

npr.: he dresses, he teaches.

", n nn

Glagoli koji se u infinitivu zavrSavaju na "-y", kad pred tim "y" stoji suglasnik, mijenjaju "y" u "i",
u tre¢em licu jednine:

to cry (he cries), to try (to tries).

Odric¢ni oblik sadasnjeg vremena pravi se tako $to se uzme sadaSnje vrijeme pomoc¢nog glagola "to
do", pa se zatim doda negacija "not" i infinitiv glagola koji se mijenja, bez prijedloga "to":

I write (ja piSem) - I do not write, I don't write

Upitni oblik sadasnjeg vremena pravi se tako pravi se tako Sto se uzme sadasnje vrijeme
pomoc¢nog glagola "to do" u inverziji i infinitiv glagola koji se mijenja, bez prijedloga "to".
You write (ti piSes) - Do you write? (pises 1i?)

Simple Present se upotrebljava:

« da potvrdi jednu poznatu istinu: fish live in water (ribe Zive u vodi);

« da oznaci radnju koja se vr$i po navici: I always rise early (uvijek ustajem rano);

+ da oznaci radnju koja se ponavlja: I have an English lesson three times a week (imam cas
engleskog tri puta sedmicno).

The sun rises.

past present future

Sunce izlazi svaki dan, prije, sada i poslije.

to call - zvati

I call ja zovem I do not call do I call?

you call ti zoves you do not call do you call?

he, she, it calls on, ona , ono zove he, she, it does not call  does, he ,she, it call?
we call mi zovemo we do not call do we call?

you call vi zovete you do not call do you call?

they call oni, one, ona zovu they do not call do they call?

prezent glagola "to be" + prezent particip glavnog glagola

Present participle se pravi dodavanjem glagolu nastavka "-ing". Medutim, ponekad moramo malo
Present Continuous Tense (sada$nje trajno vreme) se upotrebljava:

« da oznacCi radnju koja se vr$i u vremenu kada o njoj govorimo:
I am learning English now. (sada u¢im engleski)

to call - zvati

I'm calling I'm not calling am I calling?

you're calling you aren't calling are you calling?

upitna recenica:
Did you play tennis last week. (je si li igrao tenis prosle sedmice)
Did he watch TV last night. (je li gledao TV prosle sedmice)

Glagol did (preterit od "do") u svim licima ima isti oblik.

I did not go to London. (nisam bio u Londonu)

You did not go to London.

He did not go to London. itd.

Negacija se pravi uz pomo¢ pomoc¢nog glagola Did i reice NOT

He did not read a book last night.

Glagol be nema u svim licima isti oblik, upitnu recenicu pravimo zamjenom subjekta
i glagola.

I, he, she, it was here. - Was I, he, she, it here?
You were here. - were you here?

Past Simple Tense (Preterite Tense) koristimo:
a) da se izrazi radnja koja se desila u proslosti i potpuno zavrsila pa nema nikakve veze sa
sadasnjoscu:

I was in Liverpool last year. (bio sam u Liverpulu prosle godine);

b) da se izrazi radnja koja je trajala neko vrijeme u proslosti bez ikakve veze sa sadaSnjoscéu:
We went to school when we were children. (i§li smo u Skolu kada smo bili djeca);to call - zvati

I called (ja sam zvao) I didn't call did I call?
you called you didn't call did you call?
he, she, it called he, she, it didn't call did he, she, it call?

we called we didn't call did we call?



you called you didn't call did you call?
they called they didn't call did they call?

Present Perfect

pomo¢ni glagol "to have" + past particip glavnog glagola

Present perfect se koristi:

da se opise radnja ili stanje koje je pocelo u proslosti i nastavlja se u sadasnjosti:
I have lived in Sarajevo since 1970. (Zivim u Sarajevu od 1970-te, i joS uvijek zivim);

da se izrazi radnja koja je zavrSena u vremenskom periodu koji jos traje:
I have been to Zagreb this week. (ove nedjelje sam putovao u Zagreb, sedmica jo$ nije
zavrsena);

da se oznaci radnja koja je zavrSena nekad u proslosti, ali je rezultat radnje vazan:
I have buoght a car. (kupio sam auto, vazno je da je auto kupljen, nije bitno kada);
uz priloge koji oznacavaju neprekidan razmak vremena: ever, never, yet, already,
since, for:

Have you ever been to Bosnia? (jeste li ikada bili u Bosni?);

da se izrazi radnja koja se upravo dogodila (uz priloge "just' ili "'just now'"):
The guests have just entered the hall. (gosti su upravo usli u dvoranu).

to call - zvati

I have called (ja sam zvao) I haven't called have I called?

you have called you haven't called have you called?

he, she, it has called he, she, it hasn't called have he, she, it called?
we have called we haven't called have we called?

you have called you haven't called have you called?

they have called they haven't called have they called?



Past Continuous

proslo vreme glagola "to be" + particip prezenta glavnog glagola

She was reading. (ona je Citala)
We were playing. (mi smo igrali)

Odric¢ni oblik se pravi dodavanjem recice not:
She was not reading - She wasn't reading.

Upitni oblik se pravi inverzijom:
Was she playing?

Were we playing?

Nesvrseni preterit se upotrebljava:

 da se opiSe radnja koja je trajala do trenutka kada ju je prekinula neka druga
prosla radnja:

I was having a beautiful dream when the alarm clock rang. (divno sam sanjao
kada se alarm oglasio);

I was watching TV when you telephoned. (gledao sam TV kada si nazvao)

I was going to spend the day at the beach but I've decided to go on an excursion instead.
(mislio sam provesti dan na plazi ali sam odlucio oti¢i na ekskurziju)

« za dve radnje koje se deSavaju istovremeno:

The children were playing whil their mothers were chatting. (djeca su se igrala
dok njihove majke cavrljale)

to call - zvati

I was calling. I was not calling was I calling?

you was calling. you were not calling were you calling?

he, she, it was calling he, she, it wasn't calling was he, she, it calling?

Poredenje prideva - Comparison

Pridevi imaju tri stupnja poredenja:

prvi stupanj - jednakost - positive

drugi stupanj - nejednakost - comparative
tre¢i stupanj - nadmoc¢nost - superlative.

Jednakost se izrazava pomocu reci "as...as" 1 pozitiva prideva.

He is as rich as his friend. (on je isto toliko bogat kao njegov prijatel;).

He is as strong as a horse. (jak je kao konj)

Komparativ, kojim se izrazava umanjenost, obrazuje se pomocu reci "less...then":
He is less rich than his brother. (on je manje bogat od svog brata)

Komparativom se izraZzava uvecanost, i obrazuje se:

- kod jednosloznih i nekih dvosloznih prideva dodavanjem nastavka "er":
He is richer than his friend. (on je bogatiji od svog brata);

- kod viSesloznih prideva dodavanjem nastavka "more" ispred prideva:
He is more independent than his brother. (on je samostalniji od svog brata);

Treci stupanj superlativ moze biti:
« relativni, kada je poredenje izraZeno pridevom na najviSem ili najnizem stepenu.

On se pravi kod:

-jednosloznih i nekih dvosloZnih prideva kojima prethodi ¢lan the i dodaje im se nastavak
"-est": he is the richest (on je najbogatiji);

-viSesloznih prideva kojima prethode reci "the most":

he is the most intelligent (on je najpametniji);

pretty, prettier, the prettiest;
narrow, narrower, the narrowest;
clever, cleverer, the cleverest
simple, simplier, the simpliest;
polite, politer, the politest.

Poredenje koje se dobiva dodavanjem re¢i "more" za komparativ i "the most" za superlativ ispred
prideva naziva se romansko poredenje. Ovim nac¢inom porede se svi viSeslozni pridevi koji imaju
naglasak na prvom slogu, kao i pridevi koji se zavSavaju na "-ed" i "-ing":

famous, more famous, the most famous;
learned, more learned, the most learned;
beautiful, more beautiful, the most beautiful.

mnogi dvoslozni pridevi mogu se porediti na oba nac¢ina. Takvi su pridevi:
common, cruel, pleasant, quiet, cheerful, handsome itd.



Nepravilna komparacija prideva - Irregular comparison

Passive

subjekat + pomoc¢ni glagol "to be" + particip prosli glavnog glagola

Trpno stanje (pasiv) mogu imati samo prelazni glagoli, tj. takvi koji uza se mogu imati objekat.
Pasiv pokazuje da subjekat ne vrsi radnju, ve¢ da se radnja vrsi na subjektu:

The road has been repaired. (put je popravljen)

Pasivni oblici se tvore tako §to se uzme ono vrijeme glagola "to be" koje nam je potrebno i doda se
particip prosli glagola kojeg mijenjamo. To znaci, da se pasivni prezent tvori od prezenta glagola

"to be" 1 participa proslog glagola koji mijenjamo.

Aktivnu re¢enicu mozemo pretvoriti u pasivnu ako se glagol stavi u trpno stanje, subjekat aktivne
recenice postaje objekat pasivne, i ispred njega se stavlja prijedlog "by":

A: Everybody drinks water. (svi piju vodu)
P: Water is drunk by everybody. (voda se pije od sviju)

- subjekat glagol objekat
aktiv Everybody drinks water
pasiv Water is drunk by everybody.

A: I wrote this letter. (ja sam napisao ovo pismo)
P: This letter was written by me. (pismo je napisano od mene)

Trpno stanje se upotrebljava mnogo ¢eS¢e u engleskom jeziku nego u naSem, koristi se:
« kada subjekat koji vr$i radnju nije poznat:

My car has been stollen. (ukradeno mi je auto)
She was given a nice birthday present. (dobila je lijep poklon za rodendan)

 ako se ne zeli pomenuti vrsilac radnje:

I have been told that you are engaged. (re€eno mi je da ste se vjerili)
She was said to have left her husband. (pri¢a se da je ostavila svog muza)



« ako nije potrebno pomenuti vr§ioca radnje jer to proizilazi iz konteksta (smisla) recenice ili
nije bitno za smisao da mora biti pomenut:

Mistakes are always made. (greske se uvijek prave)

 ako je subjekat pasivne recenice vazniji od vrSioca radnje:

The "Tower" was written by Mesa Selimovi¢. (Roman "Tvrdava" je napisana od strane
Mese Selimovica) (autor nas manje interesuje)

The boy was punished by his father. (decko je kaznjen od svog oca)

Ahmed was attended by his sister during his illness. (Ahmeda je njegova sestra njegovala
za vrijeme bolesti)

2onekad mozemo koristiti: shall, can ili may umjesto will, na primjer:

Jrugi kondicional - neverovatna moguénost (Second conditional - unreal possibility or dream)

<od drugog kondicionala, kao i kod prvog, razmisljamo o nekom uslovu u buduénosti, 1
‘ezultatu tog uslova, medutim, za raziliku od prvog kondicionala, ovdje ne postoji realna
nogucénost da ¢e se uslov ispuniti.

Na primjer: veceras je izvlacenje brojeva lota, niste kupili loto listi¢, i ne postoji nikakva

sansa da ¢ete dobiti novac. Ali mozda ¢ete kupiti listi¢ do veceras, i onda postoji Sansa, ali je to
1evjerovatna mogucénost, jer su izgledi opet jako mali da izvuku vas listi¢.
